OSCE Secretary General Lamberto Zannier, also offering his condolences, said: “I strongly
condemn this act of violence against freedom of the media resulting in the death and injury of
many people. Today’s attack also highlights the importance of fostering tolerance and
non-discrimination in our societies as a way to counter violent extremism and radicalization that
leads to terrorism."
