Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia Ivan Mrkic attended today the ceremony
marking the National Day and the patron saint's day of the Republika Srpska in Banja Luka.
  
Serbian Orthodox Church Patriarch Irinej led a liturgy held at Christ the Saviour Orthodox
Church. Nikola Selakovic, Minister of Justice and Public Administration, and Zorana Mihajlovic,
Minister of Energy, Development and Environmental Protection also attended the ceremony.
