Senator Chiti stressed that the Resolution supporting Serbia’s opening of negotiation chapters
was adopted unanimously by the ltalian Senate. He announced intensive cooperation between
the Italian Senate and the Serbian Parliament, particularly between their respective European
Integration Committees, visits aimed at professional training, and joint activities in other EU
countries, in order to promote Serbia’s future EU membership.
