First Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs Ivica Dacic said that it was a
disgrace that Croatia protested against Serbia's criticism over the rehabilitation of the war
criminal Stepinac, spiritual leader of the fascist Ustasha-run Independent State of Croatia
(NDH).
