Presentation of the book “Nikola Tesla — Human Angel” by physicist Spasoje Vlajic, in Moscow
Wednesday, 10 July 2013.

On the 10th of July, the birthday of Nikola Tesla, the book "Nikola Tesla — Human Angel" by
engineer Spasoje Vlajic was presented in the marble hall of the Central House of Journalists in
Moscow.

A book was discussed by Pravdicev Vitaliy Leonovich, candidate of technical sciences, auteur
director of a film about Nikola Tesla, Suhonos Sergei lvanovich, candidate of technical
sciences, Vladimir Bychkov Ljvovich, doctor of physico-mathematical sciences, RAEN
academician, head of the laboratory MRTI of the Russian Academy of Sciences, President of
the Russian International Committee for the Study of ball lightning and Dmitry Somjenovich,
professor, doctor, academician of technical sciences.

Spasoje Vlajic is the author of several books and scientific papers. He explores the
psychological connection between mechanical energy of voices with electromagnetic energy of
nerve impulses and brain waves.
