
New Delhi: Serbian Ambassador meets Nobel Peace Prize Laureate

Ambassador of the Republic of Serbia in India, Mr. Vladimir Maric visited at the seat of the Save
the Childhood Movement the movement’s founder and Nobel Peace Prize Winner Kailash
Satyarthi, on 18 February 2015. In the meeting, Ambassador Maric congratulated Mr. Satyarthi
on the award and the interlocutors deliberated about the possibility of the establishment of
cooperation between the two countries in the area of children’s rights.
