
Tokyo: Photo exhibition of Branka Takahashi
Monday, 11 June 2018.

Exhibition of photographs by Branka Takahashi, entitled "Sleepless in Russia", taken during her
stay in Vladivostok, was displayed at the "Steps" gallery, in the Tokyo Ginza district, from 4 to 9
June.
