
Tokyo: Promotion of Serbian cook book in Japanese

Promotion of a book in the Japanese language "Learn to cook Serbian food with Jelena" by
Jelena Jeremic was held at the Serbian Embassy in Tokyo, on 9 November. The book
publishing was made possible by the Association for the Promotion of Music Cooperation
between Serbia and Japan, headed by the spouse of the former Japanese Ambassador to
Serbia Ecuko Cunozaki. The book was printed by the Japanese publisher "Buna no mori"  and
will be sold in the bookstores across Japan as from 5 December.  

Ambassador Nenad Glisic thanked everyone who contributed to the publishing of the cook book
in Japanese, in which Serbia had a central place, and making it one of the means for promoting
the tourist potential of Serbia and increasing the recognition of our country and culture in Japan.
