
Kenya will not change its stance on Kosovo and Metohija

First Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs Ivica Dacic met with State Secretary
of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Kenya Ababu Namwamba.  

In the friendly talks, it was jointly stated that it was necessary to improve cooperation between
our two countries in all areas of mutual interest.
