OSCE Ministerial Council opens in Kyiv

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Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia Ivan Mrkic, heading the delegation to the
20th Ministerial Council of the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE),
Kyiv (Ukraine), 5-6 December 2013, addressed today's plenary meeting of the Ministers of the
OSCE Participating States.

of the Holy See, Dominique Mamberti. Minister Mrkic also met briefly with Turkish Foreign
Minister Ahmet Davutoglu.

On the second day of the meeting, Minister Mrkic plans to meet with President and MFA of
Switzerland Didier Burkhalter, Foreign Ministers of Georgia, Maia Panjikidze and of Kazakhstan,
Yerlan Idrisov, as well as OSCE High Commissioner on National Minorities Astrid Thors and
OSCE Secretary General Lamberto Zannier.
