
Bilateral relations between Finland and Serbia constantly on the rise

First Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia Ivica Dacic
had a telephone conversation today with his Finnish counterpart, Mr. Timo Soini.
  
Minister Dacic underlined that there were no contentious issues between Finland and Serbia.

The Finnish Foreign Minister reiterated his country's support to the
future work of both the President and the Government of Serbia in the coming period, which
would bring, in these challenging times for the whole world, many major and fundamental
challenges for Serbia, too.
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
