Guidelines 

on the funding of AII initiatives

1. Withstanding the Statute of the AII-PS (Foundation), hereinafter Foundation, the financing of initiatives within the objectives of AII, with particular reference to the EU Strategy for the establishment of the Adriatic-Ionian Macro-Region and to the AII Protocols signed by the member States, shall take place through the following means:
a) EU fundings;
b) Fundings, or co-fundings, through the Foundation

2. EU funding
a) The AII Member States identify initiatives which are deemed suitable for EU fundings and present them to the AII Permanent Secretariat.
b) The AII Permanent Secretariat forwards to the AII annual Chairmanship the proposals of initiatives, for the assessment and eventual approval by the Committee of Senior Officials.

c) The Committee of Senior Officials takes the decision about the proposals, also through “silent procedure”. 
d) The AII Permanent Secretariat ensures the implementation of the decision of the Committee of Senior Officials availing itself, for the participation to the EU calls, of the technical support of the Foundation in line with her Statute, as well as of the cooperation of the subject responsible for the proposal.
3. Funding through the Foundation
e) The AII Member States propose actions and initiatives, like events, seminars, conferences and researches, related to the negotiation, the implementation and the enhancement of the AII Protocols and/or the elaboration and the launch of the EU Strategy for the establishment of the Adriatic-Ionian Macro-Region.
f) The Committee of Senior Officials takes the decision about the proposals, also through “silent procedure”.
g) The AII Permanent Secretariat forwards to the Foundation the decision of the Committee of Senior Officials in order for the Foundation to take the decision on the support, including the funding or co-funding. 

h) The Board of Directors of the Foundation takes the decision on the requests taking into account the Statute as well as the activity and the budget that it has approved.
i) Following the decision of the Board of Directors of the Foundation, the President of the Foundation grants, through a relevant Act, the advanced funding for a sum not exceeding the two-thirds of the funding. The release of the remaining funding is subject to the financial assessment and statement, at the end of the funded action or initiative, by the Audit Body foreseen in Article 16 of the Statute of the Foundation. 
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
