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History of Slovaks in Serbia

The town of Kovacica was founded in the beginning of the 19th
century. Pavol Babka was born in Kovacica as the fifth generation
of founding immigrants. His ancestors migrated from the north-
ernmost part to the southernmost part of the Pannonian Plain 215
years ago. They arrived at invitation of the Austro-Hungarian em
peror to guard the border between two great empires-the Austro-
Hungarian Empire and the Ottoman Empire, and have lived there
until the present day. Today, about 52,750 Slovaks live in Serbia
compared to 59,021 in 2002, 66,798 in 1991, and 77,837 in 1961)
Most Slovak live in the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina

History of naive painting in Europe

The first exhibition of naive painting in Europe was arranged
in Paris in 1928, when Wilhelm Uhde introduced five giants at
the Paris ry of Des Quatre Cheminis, consisting of Louis
Vivin, Séraphine Louis, Camille Bornbois, André Bauchant and
Henri Rousseau, known collectively as Les Peintres du Coeur
sacré — painters of the Sacret Heart
